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Presentational Writing 
 
Sample: PW-AA 
Score: 5 
 
This sample demonstrates excellence in presentational writing and received a score of 5. The student 
interprets and synthesizes the three sources: “No importa cuál deporte sea—siempre unifica a personas. 
Como fue ejemplificado por Chile en el informe ‘El deporte, promotor de la paz y el desarrollo,’ un amor 
partido lograría establecer paz, aún durante una guerra.” Treatment of the topic is relevant and thorough. 
The seven paragraphs, with an introduction and a conclusion, are well organized. Almost all information is 
accurate, and synthesis significantly outweights summary or mere citations, as revealed in the 
introductory paragraph: “Más que ser solamente una actividad para jóvenes, el deporte es una oportunidad 
para la gente de un país de olvidar los problemas, el estrés—y aún guerras y de reunirse y expresarse como 
un pueblo unificado.” This essay has rich, precise, and idiomatic vocabulary such as “y sin ni una gota de 
esperanza de realizar sus sueños.” 
 
Sample: PW-BB 
Score: 3 
 
This essay demonstrates competence in presentational writing and received a score of 3. The student 
addresses the question and completes the task by referring to all sources: “También hay otras formas de 
deporte como las varias danzas mencionados en el primer fuente”; “Los deportes también pueden ser 
rituales como el Pok Ta Pok”; “pueden interrumpir guerras como en el tercero fuente.” Treatment of the 
topic is relevant, and the essay is organized as seen by the five paragraphs with an introduction and a 
conclusion. The message is cohesive and communicative with accurate information that conveys basic 
understanding of the sources. Synthesis of information is demonstrated: “Si ganan todos se alegren; si 
pierden todos lloran”; “Los deportes son muy importantes para nuestro mundo y sin ellos nuestra vida sería 
más aburrido.” Grammatical structures are generally correct: “pueden ayudar a ellos” and “las personas 
están mirando.” Vocabulary is appropriate, but there is occasional interference from English and some 
apparent carelessness: “relarse” for relajarse; “creir” for crear; and “soportaron” for apoyaron. There are a 
few errors in orthography, but they do not detract from communicating the message. Punctuation is 
correct and consistent throughout the essay. 
 
Sample: PW-CC 
Score: 1 
 
This sample demonstrates lack of competence in presentational writing and received a score of 1. The task 
is incomplete because the student does not interpret or synthesize the three sources. The majority of the 
essay has been copied from the sources and is almost entirely dependent on citations. Treatment of the 
topic is irrelevant since the student’s ideas are not expressed. Original sentences are limited, 
demonstrating lack of competence: “y los analfabetismos tambien pueden celebrar juntos con su pueblo.” 
The essay is completely disorganized as seen by arrows indicating the student’s afterthoughts inserted 
randomly in the one continuous paragraph. There is absolutely no synthesis of information. Pervasive 
misuse of citations and inaccurate vocabulary impede communication.
