Note: Student responses are quoted verbatim and may contain grammatical errors. In the transcripts of
students’ speech, a three-dot ellipsis indicates that the sample has been excerpted; two dots indicate that
the student paused while speaking.

Overview

The second part of the speaking section was an interpretive and presentational task. Students had to give
a presentation in a formal academic setting, integrating the following skills: reading, listening, and
speaking. They were asked to develop the topic using the strategy of comparison and contrast. Students
were expected to demonstrate command of Spanish linguistic skills. The prompt asked: Compara las
semejanzas y las diferencias de las vidas y la produccion artistica de los musicos Carlos Santana y Gustavo
Santaolalla. Students referred to two sources. The written source was “Lo de Santana es todo natural” from
BBCMundo.com. The audio file about Santaolalla was also from BBCMundo.com. Students had 5 minutes
to read the printed source before listening to the recording. They were then given 2 minutes to prepare
their presentation and 2 minutes to speak.

Commentary

This student demonstrates command in presentational speaking, appropriately addressing and completing
the task, as well as referring to both sources in the presentation. The treatment of the topic is well
developed, and comparison and contrast outweigh summary of information: “Los musicas Carlos Sant . .
las, los musicos Carlos Santana y Gustavo Santaoyaya . . Santaolalla tienen muy . . muchos semejanzas
pero también son muy diferentes”; “Santana se puso famoso en los afios 60”; “Su musica ha cambiado
durante los afios pero siempre era popular. Gustavo también es muy popular y famoso para su .. por su . .
para su . . musica de rock”; “Los dos son muy influyente ahora en los Estados Unidos.” The response is well
organized and cohesive, and there are few errors in structure. The vocabulary is very good, and the student
attempts to present the information in his own words: “Su mtusica ha cambiado durante los afios pero
siempre era popular”; “Ahora, Carlos Santana usa sus talentos para mejorar el mundo. El tiene una
fundacién para ayudar a los ni . . a los jovenes que se llama la Fundacion Milagro. Gustavo también usa sus
talentos para ensefar lecciones importantes como en la pelicula Brokeback Mountain.” The fluency is very

good, as is the pronunciation.

Commentary
This student demonstrates competence in presentational speaking by addressing and completing the task,
although the focus is more on the written source, with little reference to the audio segment: “cuando

Santana era joven fue exponido a la musica por su padre”; “Santana pasé mucho tiempo con la musica y
tenia un amor y un interés en la musica”; “con su esposa Deborah, cred el . . la Fundacion Milagro.” The
introduction is admirable; however, the student does not sustain this level of excellence: “Hay dos . . um . .
hombres que tienen . . un gran influ . . encia en la . . el mundo de la musica. Ellos se llaman Carlos Santana
v Gustavo Santaolalla. No son las mismas personas pero . . y no hacen el mismo trabajo, pero los dos tienen
gran influencias en el mundo de la musica.” The treatment of the topic is relevant, and the response is
organized and exhibits adequate cohesiveness. Simple structures are under control, but with some errors:
“un gran influ . . encia,” “fue exponido,” “por una edad muy baja.” The student exhibits ease of expression
and a good range of vocabulary as she attempts to address the question in her own words: “Cuando él
crecé..um..em..empezdato..carlamusicarocky..um.. con suesposa Deborah, cred el . . la
Fundacién Milagro . . y .. um . . esa fundacion fue creada para . . um . . ayudar a los jovenes del mundo.”

Fluency and pronunciation are good throughout the presentation.

Commentary

This student demonstrates lack of competence in presentational speaking and only partially addresses and
completes the task. Although both sources are integrated into the presentation, some of the information is
inaccurate: “la musica espafola que Santana . . uh . . que influenza Santana es flamenco . . uh . . ritmos

africanos y el blues”; “"Santoalla vive en Los Angeles cuando . . uh . . uh . . era un nifio.” The response is

inadequately organized, and there is little comparison and contrast. Control of simple structures is limited:
“un gran influenza,” “Santolalla en el otro mano . . uh . . es mas como las peliculas,” “Santana’s origen en
Mexico también tiene un gran influenza.” Vocabulary is also restricted and recycled from the sources:
“influenza,” “gran,” “grandes,” “peliculas,” “produccién artistica,” “vidas,” “musica.” The student’s

expression is labored, with minimal fluency throughout the presentation.
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
