Commentary

This response demonstrates command in presentational speaking. The student appropriately addresses and
completes the task and integrates both sources well. The introductory sentence brings both writers together
and serves as a starting point for the presentation. The reference to childhood experiences and similarities is
clearly established: “Los dos autores vivieron en muchos lugares cuando fueron nifios. A una edad menor ya
conocian muchisimas culturas diferentes. Por ejemplo, Storni aprendioé a hablar espanol, italiano ... y Fuentes
vivia en los Estados Unidos durante el ano y fue a visitar a sus abuelos en México.” The treatment of the topic
is relevant and the response is well organized. Comparison and contrast outweigh summary or mere
quotations. The transitions and connections presented help to introduce the similarities and differences
between the two writers. The information is generally accurate, and the pronunciation is very good. There are
more than a few errors, but there is no pattern — for example, the use of “escribido” in place of escrito, and
the shift from the correct to incorrect use of the preterit and imperfect.

Commentary

This response demonstrates competence in presentational speaking. The student addresses and completes
the task. The treatment of the topic is relevant, and the response is organized with adequate cohesiveness.
There is control of simple structures, with few errors: “Carlos Fuentes en el informe de la radio hablo mucho”;
“era un parte de una familia.” Although there are some awkward expressions that demonstrate interference

from another language (“culturas en el mundo”; “fue afectado”; “mostrar la verdad por escribir”), the student

has a good range of vocabulary (“libros americanos”; “de acuerdo al”; “mostrar el mundo”; “trata de mantener
el contacto”). There is an extended pause toward the end of the presentation, and the response occasionally
demonstrates hesitation; nonetheless the fluency and pronunciation are good. There is also successful self-

correction: “importante . . importantes.”

Commentary

This response suggests lack of competence in presentational speaking. The student only partially
addresses and completes the task, displaying limited control of simple structures and a narrow range of
vocabulary. The student relies on the information presented in the written source and presents very little
information or comparison or contrast between the two writers, with little mention of Carlos Fuentes:
“durante los dias modernas hay un escritor se llama Carlos Fuentes. El esta en culturas mutibles también.
Esta tiempo y las culturas son de México y Washington en los EE.UU. En contrario a su familia le gustan
aprender.” There is also interference from another language: “los ensayos y los poemas”; “actualmente”;
“En contrario.” The presentation relies heavily on quotes from the written text: “avergtienzan gritando
tengo el libro al revés y corro a llorar detras de la puerta”; “muevo los labios como leyendo un libro que
tengo en la mano y espio con el rabo del ojo el efecto que causé en el transetnte.” Neither the comparison
and contrast nor the task is completed in this presentation.
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
