Overview

The second part of the speaking portion of the exam was an example of the interpretive and presentational
mode. Students were asked to give a 2-minute presentation in a formal/academic setting integrating
reading, listening and speaking skills. As indicated in instructions in both English and Spanish, students
had b5 minutes to read the printed article and then were told to take notes while listening to the audio
source. They had 2 minutes to prepare their responses and 2 minutes to record their answers. The prompt
asked students to compare the life and the experiences of the writers Juan Marsé and Gabriela Mistral.
The printed source was an article by Virginia Herndndez that appeared on the Internet site
www.elmundo.es in 2008, and the audio file was an adaptation of a presentation about Gabriela Mistral
that was presented on the radio program Nuevos Horizontes at the University of Illinois at Urbana-
Champaign. Students’ responses were scored on effective task completion, topic development and
language use, equally considered.

This sample demonstrates excellence in presentational speaking. The student fully addresses and
completes the task and refers to and integrates both sources well: “voy a hablar . . de la vida y las

This sample demonstrates competence in presentational speaking. The student addresses and completes
the task and integrates both sources into the oral presentation: “Juan Mersé y Gabriela Mistral cambiaron
los nombres. Juan nacié Juan Faneca, y Gabriela nacié Lucia”; “Los dos son escritores”; “Ella ganar el
Nobel de literatura . . y también Juan ... recibe el Primero Cervantes.” The sample is organized, and the
information is generally accurate: “Los dos escritores son muy diferentes”; “Los dos son escritores ...

Commentary

This sample demonstrates lack of competence in presentational speaking. This student’s inability to
extract information from the sources prevents her from completing the task. She refers to the written
source almost exclusively, and much of her language is lifted directly from the text: “Juan Marsé recibio el

Premio Cervantes . . el mas importante de las letras espafioles”; “Juan Marsé nacié como Juan Faneca ...

“reflejan ... la Espana de la posguerra.” When the student attempts to use her own language, her response
is very poor due to her frequent errors in use of structures: “Eh . . no . . no tiene un, un bien vida cuando

estaba un nino”; “un muy importante escritor, y . . sus abre . . obras son importantes”; “o después de . . la
guerra de . . del mundo segundo. Eh . . no .. Gabriel Mistralen . . en .. enlaotra.. tambiénesun.. un..
bien escritor.” There are few vocabulary resources other than those that the student lifts from the sources.
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There is little to no fluency, and the pronunciation at times impedes comprehension: “colmar”; “del mundo

segundo”; “bien escritor.”
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
