Commentary

This response demonstrates excellence in interpersonal speaking. The student fully addresses and
completes the task, responding thoroughly and appropriately to all parts of the conversation. The
conversation includes several complete thoughts for each prompt: “[L]a verdad es que no sé mucho. Creo
que va a ser una fiesta muy grande con muchas personas. Va a ser en un bote. Estoy muy emocionada de
ir.” The responses are very well organized and cohesive: “le caes bien a todos si te han invitado. Para mi
que deberias de ir. Todos van a ir y vas a conocer muchas personas que no conocias antes.” The
pronunciation is excellent, and the student demonstrates a high level of fluency. There are a few errors in
structure, but they do not present a pattern: “Si, nos vemos después. Espero que vengas a la fiesta. Seria
muy emocionante y creo que nos divertariamos mucho.” The student is fully engaged in the conversation.

Commentary

This response demonstrates competence in interpersonal speaking. The student addresses and completes
the task and responds adequately to most parts and prompts of the conversation. The student presents
relevant treatment of the elements of the thread of the conversation, with adequate cohesiveness: “E's una
celebracion para todas las personas en esta escuela y es una gran evento para los estudiantes. Pienso que
es una buena oportunidad”; “Si, hay muchos fiestas y bailes en esta escuela. Pero este es una fiesta mas
grande del afio.” However, there are a few errors in language use: “fin de la curso”; “una buen

oportunidad”; “para ... tu"; “los faldas”; “los estudiantes nueves”; “voy a necesita ir.” In addition, there is
occasional hesitance and interference from another language.

Commentary

This response demonstrates lack of competence in interpersonal speaking. The student does not complete
the task and responds inappropriately to most parts and prompts of the conversation. The responses are
disorganized and show irrelevant treatment of the elements of the conversation. Although the student
mentions food and says good-bye, the thread of the conversation is not followed: “Oye, hola mi amiga. La
fiesta es era muy bien. ;/Como tu vienes? por favor digame tu razén porque tu no vienes no vino.” Frequent
errors in the use of structures and inadequate vocabulary resources impede communication; as a result
the student cannot complete most of her responses: “Para la comida yo pienso que la gente cueste las
bebidas de soda y probablemente un .. las pizzas o la comida de mexicano o italiano.” The student also
demonstrates lack of communication in the following example: “Yo recomiendo que mucha hay muchas
partes de los de la fiesta y también hacer la cosa de disfrutar de y conversacion y hacer las conversaciones
con la gente.” The response reveals little to no fluency and poor pronunciation. Interference from English
occurs with the use of the word “soon” at the end.
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
