In the transcripts of
students’ speech quoted in the commentaries, a three-dot ellipsis indicates that the sample has been
excerpted. Two dots indicate that the student paused while speaking.

Overview

The second part of the speaking portion is an example of the interpretive and presentational mode.
Students were asked to give a 2-minute presentation in a formal academic setting integrating reading,
listening and speaking skills. As indicated in instructions in both English and Spanish, students had 5
minutes to read the printed article and then were told to take notes while listening to the audio source.
They had 2 minutes to prepare their responses and 2 minutes to record their answers. A change in the
instructions this year stated that students were expected to use all the response time to speak.

Students were asked to compare the ideas expressed in two sources about health. The printed source,
which appeared on the website of Univisiéon in 2010, was titled “El ejercicio cuida tu fisico y tu cabeza.
Cuida tu salud, aléjate del sedentarismo.” The auditory source, titled “Desayunar mal provoca estrés,” was
broadcast on RTVE on October 22, 2008. Responses were scored on effective task completion, topic
development and language use, equally considered.

Commentary

This response demonstrates excellence in presentational speaking. The student integrates both sources
into the oral presentation. She uses a parallel structure to compare her ideas, although the introduction
sets up a presentation in which comparison significantly outweighs summary: “Estas dos fuentes hablan
sobre la salud y como podemos mantenerlo en la vida diaria. Una habla sobre la actividad fisica, y otra
sobre la comida. ... la fuente escrita habla sobre el sedentarismo, que es la falta de la actividad fisica
necesaria para mantener la salud”; “La fuente auditiva habla sobre la comida mas importante del dia, el
desayuno.” The treatment of the topic is relevant, thorough, very well organized and cohesive. The
student uses excellent transition words that connect her ideas: “Ese ha causado un aumento en la

Commentary

This response suggests lack of competence in presentational speaking. The student partially addresses
and completes the task, attempting to include information from both sources: “Hola clase, voy a hablar
como se ran saludables;” “en fuente uno es el ejercicio y el movimiento fisical ... impruvar... salud”; “En
fuente dos dice el desayuno es muy importante.” The response, however, is inadequately organized and
not very cohesive: “tengo ... dos fuentes ... conjuntos podriamos ser ... saludables; “pero el fuente no ...
decia un poco sobre la dieta”; “conjuntos de los fuentes, fuente uno y fuente dos.” There is little
comparison, and the information presented is limited. Control of simple structures is also limited: “voy a
hablar”; “tengo”; “es necesario”; “el desayuno es muy importante”; “ayuda”; “necesita”; “es necesario”;
“nosotros comemos.” The response uses a narrow range of vocabulary: “dieta”; “ayuda”; “pan”; “leche.”
There is labored expression and minimal fluency, as well as interference from another language: “el
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movimiento fisical”; “para impruvar ... el saludable”; “tenemos una need para ejercicio”; “gracias por tu
tiempo.”
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
